When was the last time you spent an afternoon creating art with a child while music played and the sun beamed down? The economy has forced some families to tighten the belt, putting their pennies into bread and butter rather than canvas and paint. Other families are just so busy that even when they have a free afternoon, it’s overwhelming to come up with a project they can do together—and for which they have the materials on hand.
Perhaps that’s why over 1,100 people flocked to Art in Me last year. Certainly it’s why we expect even more families this year for our third annual Art in Me at Chester Bowl on Sunday, August 22. Hosted by Duluth and Beyond, Art in Me is a free event for families to make art together. Children can make a different art project at each of the 14 booths, receiving instruction by local artists in painting, drawing, dancing, clay sculpting, sewing, leatherworking, and more. At another booth, every hour another artist makes art while children watch. Clowns and puppets roam the park to talk and play with children, and on the music stage children can watch puppet shows, dancers, and musicians.
Duluth and Beyond is a 501(c)3 organization serving families in our region through events like Art in Me and programs like RIFF (Rockin’ It For Fun), which provides free guitar lessons for children. Our budget for Art in Me this year is $4,000, mostly to cover the supplies for 500 projects at each of the 14 booths. A local organization has already partnered with us by donating 25% of our budget.
